Forty five kids and their families atled a presentation by beekeeper Keelan Darlirfges-
dom, NY. Mrs. Darling shared posters, props ansl ébtinteresting facts about bees and the art ef be
keeping.

The posters on display depicted the life cyclead#s and some photos of Mrs. Darling and her
bee hives. Some of the props the kids passed ainaldie a honey scraper, a bee brush (to brusly awa
bees from the hive), bottles of honey from her ifxghich, interestingly, can be different colorsl dia-
vors depending on which flowers the nectar cammYrand the most interesting piece was the bee hive
in a glass case. This had about 700 real live ivséde it that were busy doing their bee thing. Kk
observed the drones who are bigger than the winées and the constant moving from all the bees.
Their movements generate heat which is importakegp the queen bee warm. It has to be between 80
and 90 degrees in the hive for her to lay eggs.Kithe could touch the glass and feel the warmthg.Mr
Darling also explained that honey is the only fpodduct that does not go bad. It can fermenthbs
too much water or it can crystallize over time, isustill edible. Here are more interesting fadisuat
bees from Mrs. Darling’s presentation:

* Bees have few natural predatotsears are interested in the honey while

skunks enjoy eating the bees

* Honey is made from nectar from flowers and bpig.

* Honey bees can only sting once, then theylfliou get stung, push the

stinger off to the side with a fingernail or ctezhrd. Trying to pull it out will release

more venom as you squeeze the stinger.

* The life expectancy for a bee is 30 days feraker bee during the summer and 3
months in the winter where their job is to protibe queen against the cold. The queen
can live for several years.

* Beekeepers use smoke to make bees feel drdikeye do after a big Thanksgiving
dinner) so they can work near them and not getgst

* Bees wax is produced by the bees to build theireycomb. It is used by us for many
things including candles, lip balm and lotion.

* A drone bee’s only responsibility to the higeto mate with the queen. They don’t have
jobs and they don't help out.

* When the queen bee dies, the hive needs taaeger. In order to develop a queen bee,
worker bees feed a worker bee egg a substang@tbduce called “royal jelly” which

will enable the egg to develop into a bee thatregroduce.
